    Tiffany has some tremendous gifts to share in these areas. She was the Executive  
    Director of Fresh Start, and was involved in raising over a million dollars for the  
    expansion of their program; she worked as a Juvenile Justice Specialist; managed  
    a shelter for homeless women; and was a program coordinator at the YWCA. She  
    has done extensive work training students, educators and civic groups. And she has 
    been honored with the YWCA Tribute to Women Award; the UNL Melba Cope  
    Award, the Church Women United Young Women of the Year Award and the  
    Business and Professional Women’s Young Careerist Award.    

 

In her application, Tiffany quotes the ―heart’s desire‖ speech in the Wizard of Oz, and then says, ―My  
heart’s desire is with Westminster.‖ We know with her, even more, we will say ―There’s no place like 
home – Westminster.‖
